Dear Parent/Carer,

Re: Year 6 PSHE Lessons

In the final weeks of Year 6, as part of the PSHE (Physical, Social and Health Education) curriculum, the children will be learning about Sex and Relationships Education (SRE) in the context of looking at and managing change.

Effective SRE can make a significant contribution to the development of the personal skills needed by pupils if they are to establish and maintain relationships. It also enables children and young people to make responsible and informed decisions about their health and well-being. This is why the DfE recommend: “… that all primary schools should have a sex education programme tailored to the age and the physical and emotional maturity of the pupils. It should ensure that both boys and girls are prepared for the changes that adolescence brings and – drawing on knowledge of the human life cycle set out in the national curriculum for science - how a baby is conceived and born.” (Relationships Education, Relationships and Sex Education, and Health Education, DfE, 2019, para 67).

At Morningside, we follow the Jigsaw curriculum, which was developed in consultation with parents, pupils and staff, taking into account the age, needs and feelings of pupils. If pupils ask questions outside the scope of this policy, teachers will respond in an appropriate manner so they are fully informed and don’t seek answers online. Primary sex education will focus on:
 Preparing boys and girls for the changes that adolescence brings
 How a baby is conceived and born

Parents/carers do not have the right to withdraw their children from relationships education, however if you wish to withdraw your children from the non-statutory/non-science components of sex education within RSE, please complete the form overleaf by Wednesday 29th June 2022.
